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LEGAL POSSIBILITIES OF RECONCILIATION
WITH A PERSON WHO HAS COMMITTED
A SEXUAL CRIME™

The article is devoted to the identification of criminal legal possibilities of
reconciliation with the perpetrator of a sexual offence. The study made it pos-
sible to identify the following forms of reconciliation with legal consequenc-
es: reconciliation with the victim in accordance with Art. 76 of the Criminal
Code of the Russian Federation; the imposition of a court fine in accordance
with Art. 762 of the Criminal Code; changing the situation in accordance with
Art. 801 of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation; reconciliation with the
victim (Art. 76 of the Criminal Code) and change of the situation (Art. 801 of the
Criminal Code) when changing the category of crime from serious to moderate;
marriage in accordance with note 1 of Art. 134 of the Criminal Code. As a result
of the theoretical and practical analysis of these forms of reconciliation, it has
been concluded that it is appropriate to maintain the grounds for exemption
from criminal responsibility and punishment only under the rules of the Gener-
al Part of the Criminal Code of the Russian Federation, the application of which
should be obvious to the law enforcement officer.
