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Abstract

The relevance of this study is justified by the need for a legal analysis of the specifics
of the functioning of the military judicial system and judicial proceedings in the pre-re-
form period in one of the Cossack territories of the Russian Empire — Kuban. This analysis
is necessary due to the little-studied regional judicial practice that developed in the activ-
ities of field auditoriums (general army military courts) in the 19% century, on the eve of
the large-scale military judicial transformations of Alexander II. The subject of the study
is the military judicial legislation of the period under review and the law enforcement
activities of military courts in the Kuban region, based on archival sources. The purpose
of the work is to show by the example of a specific criminal case, which is being intro-
duced into scientific circulation for the first time, the peculiarities of the administration
of justice against representatives of the Cossack class. With the help of deduction, induc-
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tion, comparative law, historical law, concrete historical methods of scientific cognition,
the features of the formation and activity of military justice in the Kuban region in the
19% century are analyzed. The author comes to the conclusion that, despite the original-
ity of the organization of justice in the Kuban region, due to the relative class isolation
of the region under study, field audiences, along with local authorities, were endowed
with judicial powers in relation to the Cossacks here. This was explained, among other
things, by the subordination of this military-serving population to general imperial and
regional administrative institutions, which laid the foundation for the further develop-
ment of Kuban no longer as a native Cossack, but an ancestral territory.
